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Passport
A valid passport is necessary for your China tour. Please check that your passport is valid for at least six

months after your anticipated return to the United States. MAKE SURE TO BRING YOUR PASSPORT
AND ANY OTHER NECESSARY TRAVEL DOCUMENTS ON YOUR DAY OF DEPARTURE,
INCLUDING A PHOTO COPY OF YOUR PASSPORT, JUST IN CASE YOU NEED IT.

Visa

We will obtain the necessary group visas for your tour to China. Our visas are granted on a group basis,
which means that the escort of the group will be in possession of a “visaed manifest” listing the names,
occupations and nationalities of all tour members. A stamped visa will not appear in your passport. In order
to complete the group visa, MCI will need a very clear copy of each person’s passport at least 120 days prior
to departure (each copied page can contain only one passport copy). Any exceptions to this would
necessitate the traveler to arrange and pay for an individual visa at his’her own expense.

Health and vaccination

Tour members should be in good physical condition. Medical service in China’s major cities is good and
Western medicine is also available in some areas. Tour members should bring prescription medicines
normally used, including something for diarrhea and constipation, frequently caused by change of diet. At
present, no vaccinations are required except for passengers traveling from an infected area. Please consult
with your own physician or local Health Authority for further advice.

Baggage
Passengers are allowed to travel with one piece of check-in luggage, weighing up to 44 pounds. Each person

is allowed one hand carry bag in addition to a camera case or purse. All excess weight is subject to extra-
weight charges and must be paid for by the individual passenger. Remember, you may be purchasing items
in China and these must be carried by you. Baggage is at the owner’s risk throughout the surface portion of
the tour.

Clothing
In general, visitors should take casual, simple, comfortable and modest attire. Good walking shoes are a

must. Chinese musicians normally dress in rather formal attire (black pants, white shirts, ties, etc.). We
recommend that our tour groups take similar attire for their indoor concerts, especially for any concerts to be
shared with Chinese music groups. More informal attire should suffice for any outdoor performances. In
winter, woolen clothes, a heavy coat, a warm hat and extra sweaters should be taken for the north. In the
south, between-season clothes are appropriate. In summer, most parts of China are warm. Very light weight
clothing is recommended, and bring washable fabrics. In spring and the fall, between-season clothes are
advisable with a light coat and a sweater for the north. An umbrella or a light raincoat is advisable for almost
any time of year.

Currency ,

The currency of China is called “Reminbi” (RMB), which is denominated into the YUAN (meaning Dollar). -
As of September 2006, the approximate rate of exchange was US$1.00 = Yuan 7.95. The Chinese money is
not traded on international market, with the exception of Hong Kong. It can only be exchanged within China
at the branches of the Bank of China or in Hong Kong. There is always a Bank or Money Exchange in ,
hotels and in department stores. A money exchange voucher is given at the time of exchange and should be
retained for reconverting (up to one-half of your exchanged amount) purposes.
